A/E Support for VA San Diego and Long Beach Medical Centers, New Facilities Design and Construction

bases of laboratory results and prepares maps showing the contamination characteristics at each sample site. 
This information is used to guide soil handling and disposal procedures during construction. 

US Forest Service NEPA Services for Fuel Hazard Reduction

National Forests. These projects provide NEPA documentation and support; a series of associated specialist techni-
cal reports (hazardous fuels, hydrology, biology, air quality, cultural resources, etc.); and GIS data, analysis, and 
mapping support.

BLM Fuels Management Monitoring Project  

GeomorphIS conducted baseline field studies, and developed vegetation and fuels monitoring protocols for seven
